Provo Daily Herald wrote afollow-up story that included quotes from USFA spokesperson Tom
Olshanski and Provo Fire Chief Coy Porter that addressed the importance of having working smoke
alarms.

Washington, DC — On October 17, afollow-up story in the Washington Post reported on afire that
killed two sistersin an apartment in the District of Columbia. Local officials determined that burning
incense caused the fire, and USFA spokesperson Kathy Gerstner provided quotes on candle fires and
escape planning.
